Recommended: That in accordance with Section 46A (7) of the Local Government Official
Information and Meetings Act the item “ORMOND DRIVE -
RUAWHARAWHARA URUPA” be considered given the item had not come to
hand at the time of Agenda compilation and consideration of this matter is
required now in order to respond within the time frame allowed.

PURPOSE:
For Council to adopt the draft Statement of Proposal for community consultation.
BACKGROUND:

At its meeting of 8 July 2008 Council considered a number of options for implementation following the
closure of the section of Ormond Dr crossing Ruawharawhara Urupa. Council’'s preferred option
‘Divert’ involves closing the required section of road and diverting Mahia-bound traffic to Mahanga
Road and Kaiwaitau Road.

CURRENT SITUATION:

A draft Statement of Proposal has been prepared identifying the preferred option, outlining the two
other options considered feasible and also summarising two further options that were discarded earlier
in the investigation process. Once the Statement of Proposal is adopted we will hold public meetings
in Mahia Beach and in Wairoa. The Mahia meeting is proposed for the Saturday of Labour Weekend
to cater to non-resident ratepayers as well as locals.

OPTIONS:

Council has considered the available options in some detail and come to a preferred option for thew
purposes of consultation. This report is not intended to re-open discussion on the merits of individual
options, rather it is presented as a technical requirement to satisfy LGA 2002 in regard to matters of
significance. The options available to Council in respect of this report are as follows:

1. adopt the draft Statement of Proposal
2. not adopt the draft Statement of Proposal
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ASSESSMENT OF OPTIONS:

Option 1 allows Council to undertake the required public consultation, submissions, hearings and
deliberations to reach a resolution on the way forward once the required closure is completed (no later
than August 2009).

Option 2 in itself would leave Council in an untenable situation with a closure required and no
PREFERRED OPTION:

Option 1 is preferred. Council has considered this matter in detail over the past 2 years or more and
has made a decision on a preferred solution for consultation. Public consultation is the next step in
that process and will allow Council to gauge the feeling of the general public before reaching a final
decision.

SIGNIFICANCE & CONSULTATION:
Nothing in this report is inherently significant or requiring consultation

FINANCIAL IMPACT:
There is no significant financial impact associated with this report.
